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Tips for setting up your stall 

We want you to do well at the Fair – and we also want to create an engaging event that will encourage visitors to come back time and time again. 

We've compiled these notes to give you some ideas for making your stall as attractive as possible, within the limitations of the venue.

Firstly, here are the basic rules that you need to know about :

· You'll be supplied with a table measuring a minimum of 5' x 2' – You can bring other furniture to put on the table, but we can't unfortunately confirm if there is space alongside your stall until the day.

· All stall displays, stands and products for sale must be safe, inoffensive and portable

· The Friends Meeting House doesn't unfortunately allow us to put up any sellotape, drawing pins or fixings of any kind on the paintwork or walls. 


You can, however, use Blutack on the wooden panelling. 


You can also make use of any existing hooks, shelves, etc. for your work.

· Please don't lean anything on the walls or panelling that is likely to scratch it, so cardboard or material is probably fine, but wood or metal aren't.

· No naked flames of any kind are allowed in the Friends Meeting House building, but candles can be used if your stall is out in the garden

So, what can you do to make your stall stand out?

· Tablecloths – Use a plain or simply patterned tablecloth. Think about the colours of your crafts and a colour that will contrast with them to make them stand out, e.g. Silver jewellery stands out well on a black tablecloth

· Height – Create layers to your stall by displaying your crafts on different levels. Don't just lay all your crafts flat on the table – think about leaning them up or hanging them too. Depending on your craft, it may be worth investing in free-standing shelves or display stands for your table. 

· Decoration – Think about what other decoration, lighting or 'merchandising' could be used on your stall that will help display or complement your crafts – Don't overdo it though it! (see below)

· Less is sometimes more – Cramming your table can cheapen what you do and give the impression that your work isn't that unique. Visitors may also pass by your stall because nothing really stands out.

· Backdrop – Bearing in mind the restrictions above, make the most of the wall space behind you. Put up posters, bunting, signage, pictures, etc. - Think about people's natural eye level and what will catch their eye on entering the room. 

· Be creative and innovative! - The other stalls are also competing for visitor's money, so it's in your interest to make sure that your stall shines!

Some examples of stalls that stand out:
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Bright colours, background bunting and innovative use of a hatstand to display crafts make this stall really eyecatching





Using a simple white tablecloth and vintage wooden cake stands, combined with lighting, show off these necklaces to great effect





A simple black tablecloth, raised at the back, with highlighted red elements makes individual pieces of silver jewellery stand out





Lots of colour, textures and using different levels to display items really works
